  7. Outreach . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .   Through our programs you become part of VLM’s ministries to diversified communities as 
       well as to unchurched families.     

  1. Camping Programs . . . . . . . . . . .   Your camps become an extension of your church’s ministry.  By being a VLM Current  
       Member your church ensures a continuum of excellent programming for your youth and adults. 

  3. Retreat Facilities . . . . . . . . . . . . .  Your camps become safe, familiar “getaway” extensions of your own church building.

Your youth and adults pay lower program and retreat rental fees;  more than 15% less than 
        non-members. 

  6. Current Information . . . . . . . . . . .  You are kept informed about outdoor ministry opportunities through newsletters, brochures,  
       mailings and visits from Voyageurs Staff members. 

  8. Ownership . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .   While a ministry’s value cannot be measured in dollars and cents, member churches are  
       joint owners of nearly seven million dollars in capital assets. 

  9. Giving Your Fair Share . . . . . . . .   Your church has the satisfaction of knowing you are doing your part in keeping Voyageurs 
       Lutheran Ministry a strong ministry of the synod.  While it may cost less to your church  
       budget, not being a Current Member of VLM means you are asking other churches and fund-
       raising efforts  to subsidize your church’s campers.
